1. Duplicate the Integer Football reproducible for 
each pair. Review the terms integer, positive, 
and negative. 
2. One player takes the side of the Touchdown 
Negatives, while the other takes the side of 
the Pigskin Positives. To start, each player’s 
three counters are placed on the 0-yard line. 
The object is for players to get all three of 
their counters to their own 50-yard lines 
(positive or negative) first. 
3. Players use a pencil and paper clip to make 
the spinner, spinning the clip around the pencil. 
4. For each turn, a player spins the Yards 
spinner and moves a counter the number of 
positive or negative yards indicated. 
5. If all three of one player’s counters land on 
the opposing side’s 50- yard line, all those 
counters should be moved back to 0. A player 
does not need an exact spin to land on a 50-
yard line. The first player to get all three 
counters on his or her own 50-yard line wins.
